Introduction and background 
On 17th April 2024 Cabinet made the decision to use Retained Right to Buy Receipts for the provision of additional acquisitions to delivery more affordable housing into the Housing Revenue Account. This form of delivery allows us to respond to the immediate housing need for the proposed demolition, design and build through a JCT Contract for the proposal of new affordable housing. The site is targeting delivery of 15 x 1-bed homes. 
A previous delegated decision was taken in December 2024 to allocate the site into the acquisition programme (using RRTBRs); and purchase the land from Oxfordshire County Council. 
Reasons for the decision 
Enter the JCT Demolition, Design & Build into the HRA to provide Affordable Housing opportunity to support and enable the delivery of Oxford City’s Affordable Housing Programme to help resolve the homelessness of some of the most disadvantaged people in our community.  
Alternative Options Considered 
If the Council does not proceed with appointing a contractor for the design and build of Maltfield House, the Council would be unable to deliver it directly as outlined in the Affordable Housing Supply Programme. 
A full competitive tender process was undertaken.
